Third Sector Taskforce on
Climate Change and
Environment Launched

A new taskforce launched on 23rd
March will help the government
and the not-for-profit sector to
tackle climate change and
environmental issues.

The group will be jointly chaired by
Defra, Department of Energy and
Climate Change and Cabinet Office
ministers and third sector
representatives.

The group aims to identify specific
actions that Government and the third
sector can take together to tackle climate
change, environmental problems and
sustainable development more broadly.

The Department for Communities and
Local Government will also be
represented on the taskforce. Third
sector co-chairs will be nominated at the
first meeting.

The taskforce was announced as part of
Defra's Third Sector Strategy in
November 2008.

It is a unique opportunity for third
sector leaders to come together to
develop an action plan to raise the
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awareness and profile of climate change
in the sector and to influence third sector
and government action.

The partnership will seek to increase the
volume of activity in the sector on climate
change, sustainability and environmental
issues and will use the third sector
network and contacts with communities
to raise awareness and encourage action.

Such action includes helping people to be
more energy efficient in their homes,
creating low carbon neighbourhoods or
towns or encouraging participation in
environmental volunteering programmes.

It will also look at how Government and
the third sector can do more to connect
with specific sectors of the community
and how Government can best support
the work of third sector organisations on
these issues.

A diverse membership representing the
full spectrum of third sector organisations
- from all interest areas, not just the
environment, and of all sizes - is crucial to
the success of the taskforce.

Applications for membership of the
taskforce are now invited from third

sector organisations. Specialist
contributors will also be invited to
participate on an ad hoc basis as required.

The recruitment process is being
coordinated by Green Alliance and the
National Council for Voluntary

Previous estimates of the
potential of renewable
technologies like wind and
photovoltaics are wrong, says
Finnish researcher Peter Lund

He says

Other projections of the potential of
renewables have suggested a share of
only 12% of global electricity demand
by 2030.

The researcher from Helsinki
University of Technology says that
with the right level of political
support and financial investment,
renewables can outstrip previous
predictions.

The investment needed totals around
010-20 billion a year, says Lund, a
fraction of the investment being
ploughed into economic recovery
programmes.

The right support and deployment
programme could mean that wind
power breaks even in 2020-2025 and
solar power in 2030 T replacing
traditional, cheaper energy sources
like fossil fuels.

But the expansion of wind power will
require research into better turbines,
offshore deployment and how best to
integrate wind energy into existing
infrastructure, added Erik Lundtang
Petersen of Risg in Denmark.

The problem of fuel poverty in the
UK is threefold, mainly the result of
poor home energy efficiency, low
incomes and high energy prices.

NI187 has therefore been designed
to measure the proportion of
households on income related
benefits for whom an energy
assessment of their housing has
been carried out and have a SAP of
below 35 or greater than 65.

This is ensuring energy efficiency is
tackled in the most energy
inefficient households (SAP less
than 35) and also measures
progress towards achieving a SAP
of 65, which could potentially fuel
poverty proof a home.

Progress towards Government
targets is monitored through
annual reports, as commitment to
assessing the impact of
programmes on fuel poverty
strengthens.

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Brown Calls for

6Green New

Moving the UK to a low-carbon
economy will create 400,000
new jobs over the next eight
years, Gordon Brown has told a
summit in London.

The prime ® O
minister called for
an international
""green new
deal” to boost the
environmental
sector and help lift the global
economy out of recession.

This will increase "confidence and
certainty”, he added.

But unions and environmental
groups called for more funding for
green projects, along with better
regulation.

The government has set a target of
reducing greenhouse gas emissions
by 80% from 1990 levels by 2050.

Mr Brown used the meeting to
release independent research which,
it is claimed, shows a total of 1.3
million people will be employed in

the environmental sector by 2017 -
representing an annual growth rate of
5%.

He said more and more countries
were already including "green”
measures in their fiscal stimulus
packages.

Mr Brown said that, during his talks
this week with US President Barack
Obama in Washington, they agreed
on the "imperative" of investing in
cleaner technologies to create jobs
and growth.

"Other countries have already
committed huge sums to renewables as
part of their stimulus packages, not just
because renewables tackle the twin
threats of climate change and energy
security, but because they also offer the
technological stimulus needed in a
recession to create highvalue jobs and
enterprise.

"It is vital for the UK to stage a
sustainable economic recovery and our
investment package is an essential first
step towards that.”
